User ID/Password authentication allows users to access EBSCOhost remotely. Library administrators can create User IDs/Passwords in EBSCOadmin via the User ID/Password sub-tab (under Authentication).  Click the Add New User link, fill in the fields and click Submit. 


IP Address authentication grants access to recognized computer or site IP addresses. Library administrators can set up IP address authentication under the IP Address sub-tab in EBSCOadmin, by clicking on the Add IP Address link, entering the IP address or range, and then clicking Submit to complete the transaction.  


Patron ID Files authentication facilitates the use of library or patron card numbers (up to 20 characters) to control access to EBSCOhost. Library administrators can set up this method of authentication in EBSCOadmin by clicking on the Upload Patron Files link under the Patron Files sub-tab in the Authentication section. 


Customer Patterned ID (CPID) authentication provides library bar code number access to EBSCOhost. Under the CPID tab in EBSCOadmin, library administrators can enter a mask composed of those library bar code numbers which must match, followed by those which can vary, from one user to the next.


Referring URL authentication can be used to provide access to EBSCOhost from a secure home page on a library's web server. Users are identified by originating URL (the page from which they came), which eliminates the need for User IDs/Passwords.


Athens authentication is available for European customers with academic reference systems. Users are prompted for an Athens user name and password. This authentication method is set up under the Athens sub-tab in EBSCOadmin’s Authentication section. 


Cookies authentication enables EBSCOhost to write a cookie to a user’s local drive for automatic access to EBSCOhost, for up to thirty days between logins. The Cookies sub-tab provides library administrators with a Yes radio button to facilitate this method, by user group.


Shibboleth authentication is available for Shibboleth members to automatically authenticate to EBSCOhost. Library administrators can enable this method under the Shibboleth sub-tab in EBSCOadmin, by clicking on the Add Shibboleth Affiliation link, and then entering the appropriate eduPerson Scoped Affiliation information.
