EBSCOhost screens are presented in English, by default. If enabled by your library administrator, an EBSCOhost feature allows you to change the language in which EBSCOhost screens are displayed. You may also be able to translate a full text article from English into a variety of languages, which is a separate feature.

Translating EBSCOhost Search Screens

From any EBSCOhost screen, select a language from the drop-down list on the far right of the sub-toolbar. The search screen, tabs, buttons and citation field descriptors can be translated into Spanish, French, German, Italian, Portuguese, Russian, Korean, Japanese, Simplified Chinese or Traditional Chinese. 

Note: Some database-specific fields may not be translated. The full text of articles will appear in English, by default.

medal in Barcelona in 1992.





How Automatic Translation Works 

Automatic translation software systems use sophisticated translation technology with comprehensive dictionaries and a collection of linguistic rules that translate one language into another without relying on human translators. 

An automatic translation software system interprets the structure of sentences in the source language (the language the user is translating from) and generates a translation based on the rules of the target language (the language into which the user is translating the text). The process involves breaking down complex and varying sentence structures, identifying parts of speech, resolving ambiguities, and synthesizing the information into the components and structure of the new language.

Machine translation produces translations that enhance an end-user’s understanding of the original document. It does not produce the same level of translation that a human translator could provide.

Performing a Basic Search

To perform a search, enter your term(s) in the Find field and click Search.  Click Clear to remove any term(s) located in the Find field.  The Clear button does not remove any limiters selected in the Refine Search Tab. 
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You can use Boolean operators, field codes, truncation (*), wildcard (?) and quotation mark search phrasing when performing a Basic Search.  All results are in reverse chronological order, beginning with the most current item. Using Limiters and Expanders
Use Limiters to narrow your search, for example: 

·   Full Text – limits search results to full text articles. 

·   Publication – limits search results to articles from a specific title. 

Use Expanders to broaden your search: 

·   Also search within the full text of the articles – expands search results by finding  your term(s) within the full text of the articles.
·   Automatically “And” search terms – expands results by applying the AND operator between terms. For example, enter space shuttle to retrieve results that contain space and shuttle. 

·   Also search for related words – expands results to include synonyms and 



plurals of your search term(s).
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Performing an Advanced Search

The library administrator chooses one of three available Advanced Search Screen styles: Single Find Field, Single Find Field with Search Builder, or Guided Style. All three Advanced Search Screens have the following options available:

To perform a search, enter your term(s) in the Find field. Use Limiters and Expanders to narrow or broaden your search, respectively.  The screen shot below depicts an advanced search using the Advanced Single Find Field with Search Builder style.
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Depending on which advanced style the administrator has selected for use, you may be able to enter additional terms in subsequent fields.

You can select in which citation fields to search (e.g., Author, Subject Terms, All Text).  Below is a sample of the Advanced, Guided Style Screen:
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If you have entered additional terms, choose which Boolean operator to use, to combine them.  

●
The AND operator combines search terms so that each search result contains all 


of the terms. 


●
The OR operator combines search terms so that each search result contains at 


least one of the terms. 


●
The NOT operator excludes terms so that none of the search results will contain 



any of the terms that follow it.

Result List Features 

●
The Result List displays all search terms and the database(s) searched.


●
Navigation arrows allow you to access the next or previous page of results. Click 



on one of the numbers to navigate to a specific page of results.

●
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PDF Full Text displays a graphical image of the article (in Portable Document Format) 


exactly as it appeared in the original publication.


●
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HTML Full Text represents HTML format full text availability. Click on this icon to view 


the full text of the article.  Language translation allows you to translate an HTML full text 


article from English into Spanish, French, German or Portuguese.  The translation function 

is explained earlier in this document.

●
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The camera icon signifies that there is an embedded image available within the 



full text of the article.  These images may include color or black & white photos, graphs,


diagrams or charts.


●
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 Linked Full Text, when enabled, will bring you to the full text of an article if it is not


available in the database being searched.
